IV. Storyboard

Because the creation of your storyboards requires additional background information and involves considerable detail, you will complete your storyboards as a separate assignment in Lesson 7. You should add a link to your completed Lesson 7 to the document you prepare for this lesson. Although you do not have to repeat the following information in this lesson, be certain that your completed storyboards (Lesson 7) address the following points: 

· There is a storyboard for each page or scene. 

· Each storyboard is numbered. 

· Narration, if any. 

· All text, or narration is included (actual audio files do not need to be included at this point). 

· Notation of all Audio (speech, music, sound effects) 

· All relevant details (color, graphics, sound, font, interactivity, visuals, etc. are indicated) 

· Actual text, if any, for each page or scene 

· Color, size, and type of font, if there is text. 

· Audience interaction, if any. 

· Anything else that you feel is important. 

Gagne's Nine Events of Instruction should be used to guide the sequence of events in your storyboard. These events are presented in Lesson 7. See an example storyboard.
