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Objective 1: to measure the degree to which a person appreciates modern art.     


I would use the interview method. This would allow the individual the chance to provide detailed information about their feelings for modern art.  It would also allow them to elaborate on their answers.

Interview questions may include:

1. Do you enjoy looking at or studying modern art?  

2. Are you familiar with any modern artists?  If yes, who?

3. Have you ever been to a modern art museum?  If yes, did you enjoy it?  What was your favorite display and why?

4.  What aspect(s) of modern art do you enjoy?

5.  Have you ever taken an art class in modern art?  If yes, what did you learn?  If no, would you like to some day?

This approach will provide valid measures.  The interviewer is not given an opportunity to be biased if he/she sticks to the questions.  The answers given do not need to be compared to any others since only the one person is being tested.  It would be highly likely that the interviewee would give the same answers twice even if two different people (or in two different locations) gave the interview because of the narrow range of questions being asked.  Since the interviewee will have an opportunity to elaborate, the answers should be conclusive.
Objective 2: to measure the level of anxiety that exists among university students during final exam period.     


I would use a rating scale (more specifically, a graphic rating scale) that has definitions describing each part. The student should have little, if any, confusion about providing answers since the meanings will be clearly stated.  I would provide this rating scale to students in specific classes (during the class period) to be sure that all results are obtained the researcher.
Instructions: Indicate your answers by placing an “X” anywhere along the line to show how you feel during the final exam period.

The rating scale is defined as: 

Always = 95% to 100% of the time

Frequently = 70% to 94% of the time

Occasionally = 40% to 69% of the time
Seldom = 1% to 39% of the time

I think this approach will provide valid measures because the student is given a very specific guideline on how to provide answers.  If the researcher wanted to know an exact amount, this would not work.  However, this would allow the researcher to compare the results and get a sense of how students feel during the final exam time.
Objective 3: to measure attitudes of local residents toward the building of a new ballpark in downtown San Francisco.

I would use an attitude scale to determine how local residents feel about the building of a new ballpark.  The responses given would be recorded and the overall attitude of the local residents could be established.  Residents will be selected at random and the attitude scale will be mailed with a requested return date.
