Part 2
· Did you plan for shooting? Did you prepare a script, storyboard, or shot list? 
· I did plan for shooting by preparing a shot list.  I also had the people in the video prepare for the different shots by reading the shot list and practicing once before the video shoot.
· Are your shots framed well?  
· I think my shots are framed well.  They focus on the subjects mainly, but when the subjects are walking, the frame changes to show some of the background.  Most of the shots are medium shots because the main focus is the subject with some background still visible.
· Are the shots visible and in focus? 
· All of the shots are visible and in focus.  The shots are also very clear and concise, showing what I intended the audience to see.
· Is the camera shaky? 
· The camera is not very shaky.  There are a couple of frames where I am trying to still “get set up” when I begin shooting.  It would have been better to have been completely set up first and then start each frame.
· Are your scenes well-lit? Did you control for backlighting? 
· The scenes are all well-lit.  There is an adequate amount of backlight so that my subjects are clearly visible and they are the main focus of each shot.
· Is there a logical variety of shots to maintain interest? 
· There is little variety and the frames are so close together, that the viewer may get lost.  The frames should have been set further apart so that the viewer has time to process from one to the next.
· What "type" of shots did you use? Long shots? Medium shots? Close-ups? 
· I used one long shot when I was filming across the room.  As the subjects moved closer to me (the video camera), I closed in using medium shots.  Most of my shots were medium shots because the video needed to include the two human subjects and the snake/cage.
· Did you use normal angles, high angles, or low angles? Are your camera angles appropriate? 
· All of my angles are normal and I think they are appropriate for the video.  It gives the audience a good perspective on what is taking place throughout.

· A high camera angle might have been more useful to display the snake and the cage, since it is not seen well from a normal angle.
· Did you zoom, pan, tilt, or use other camera movements? If so, are your camera moves well executed? Are the camera movements appropriate for the purpose of the scene or program? \
· I did zoom in and out a couple of times to get a good shot of the subjects walking and also when the male subject was running away.  

· Are your shots composed well?  

· Do your shots follow the "rule of thirds"?  
· In most of my shots, I do not follow the rule of thirds.  I should have moved the subjects over a couple of inches to make the snake cage more visible and to create a better line of interest.
· Is your composition simple without extraneous objects?  
· The composition is very simple.  I kept the background to a minimum and tried to focus on the things that were important (i.e. the snake cage, door, etc.)
· Do you use leading lines when appropriate? 
· I do not think I used any leading lines.  The lines in my video are not always straight (horizontally and vertically), but they are all around the subject instead of leading into the subject.
· Do you use natural frames in your scenes? 
· I used the door to the classroom as a natural frame when the boy started “crying” in that scene.  That is the only natural frame that I used throughout the video.
· Is your composition balanced, either formally or informally?  
· I used formal, symmetrical balance for my video.  I think that it provides a more serious effect, whereas a change in balance could have made it seem more playful.  In this case, I wanted the video to take on a more serious role.
· Do you maintain visual continuity in your program? Is there a beginning, middle, and end? Do you use cut-ins and cut-aways to maintain visual continuity? 
· I do maintain some visual continuity, but not completely.  I go back and forth from long to medium shots, but never really do a close up shot.  There is a beginning, middle, and end to form a story sequence.  I could have used more cut-ins and cut-aways to help maintain visual continuity.  Changing the camera angles and the position where I was located with the camera could have helped this as well.
· Are the shots sequenced in a logical manner? 
· Yes, the shots are sequences in a logical manner.  They tell a story about a boy who is sneakily looking into a cage and realizes a snake is in it.  He gets scared and runs away.  Then, the teacher proceeds to show him the snake and he becomes unafraid.
· Did you control for run-up and roll-back time when recording? 
· I did not control run-up and roll-back time when recording.  I should have spaced out my scenes more to help the audience get a better feel for what is taking place in each shot.  
· Is your audio clear and understandable? 
· I chose not to have any audio in my video.  I thought the actions, in this case, would speak louder than words.
· What worked well? What did you like about the segment? 
· I think the subjects did a good job portraying the story.  I think that my camera was steady for the most part and there is a nice simplicity to the scenes.
· What would you do differently if you were to redo the segment? 
· There is a lot I would do differently, not that I have written this critique of my work.  I would have maintained visual continuity, gotten more creative with my camera angles, and prepared my subjects more for each scene.  I would have already been in place and ready when beginning to film instead of it being spur of the moment.
· How was the segment in general? 
· Overall, I thought it was ok.  There is great room for improvement on my next video segment.  I’m looking forward to getting to play more with the camera, considering I feel like I know a lot more now.

Part 3
Describe one way that your video could be used for instruction. Which category of use described on the CD would your video fall under?

One of the main topics that is taught in 6th Grade Science when the semester begins is safety with animals.
