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· Did you plan for shooting? Did you prepare a script, storyboard, or shot list? 
· I did plan for shooting by preparing a shot list.  I also had the people in the video prepare for the different shots by reading the shot list and practicing several times before the video shoot.  I actually shot each scene 2 or 3 times each to make the subjects feel more comfortable with their acting abilities.   
· Are your shots framed well?  
· I think my shots are framed well.  They focus on the subjects mainly, but when the subjects are walking, the frame changes to show some of the background.  Most of the shots are medium shots because the main focus is the subject with some background still visible.
· Are the shots visible and in focus? 
· All of the shots are visible and in focus.  However, overall, I was not happy with the performance of my video camera.  The videos came out grainy regardless of the setting it was on and the lighting was poor throughout the video.  The program I used to edit (VideoPad) had a stabilization feature that helped the “shakiness.”
· Is the camera shaky? 
· The camera was more shaky than I would have liked.  I did not have a tripod, which would have helped greatly.  I tried to set the camera on a surface that was solid, but there are still some shaky moments throughout the film.
· Are your scenes well-lit? Did you control for backlighting? 
· The scenes are not as well-lit as I would have liked.  I didn’t realize how awful fluorescent lighting is for filming.  I did not control for backlighting in the ActivBoard scene as I should have.  Had I changed my angle, it would have helped. 
· Is there a logical variety of shots to maintain interest? 
· There is not a great variety of shots.  However, the story that takes place in the video is humorous and I think it would keep the viewer interested.
· What "type" of shots did you use? Long shots? Medium shots? Close-ups? 
· I used one long shot when I was filming the subjects walking down the hall.  As the subjects moved closer to me (the video camera), I closed in using medium shots.  Most of my shots were medium shots.  I did do a close-up to show the vinegar and baking soda “explosion” taking place.
· Did you use normal angles, high angles, or low angles? Are your camera angles appropriate? 
· All of my angles are normal and I think they are appropriate for the video.  It gives the audience a good perspective on what is taking place throughout.

· A low angle might have been interesting when the subjects were at their locker.  However, the hall was crowded at the time and it would have been difficult to maneuver.  
· Did you zoom, pan, tilt, or use other camera movements? If so, are your camera moves well executed? Are the camera movements appropriate for the purpose of the scene or program?
· I did zoom in and out quite a few times, but because I didn’t have a tripod, it was not as steady as I would have liked.  Most of the camera movements were well executed.
· Are your shots composed well?  

· Do your shots follow the "rule of thirds"?  
· In most of my shots, I did follow the rule of thirds.  I think I tried harder this time to keep my subjects out of the center of the shots.
· Is your composition simple without extraneous objects?  
· The composition is not very simple, given we were in a classroom filled with “stuff”.  I tried to keep the background to a minimum and tried to focus on the things that were important (i.e. the subjects, lab experiment, teacher at the board)
· Do you use leading lines when appropriate? 
· I do use some leading lines, such as at the lockers to show the subjects walking.  But, the lines in my video are not always straight (horizontally and vertically), but they are all around the subject instead of leading into the subject.
· Do you use natural frames in your scenes? 
· I used the doors and cabinets to try and frame the subjects.  Subjects were not always tall enough for this to work.
· Is your composition balanced, either formally or informally?  
· I used an informal, symmetrical balance for my video.  I think it allows the viewer to get the full effect of the video.
· How did you order your shots? Did you use a narrative progression? Free association? Contextual patterns?
· I ordered my shots in a narrative progression to create a story line.

  Are the shots sequenced in a logical manner? 
· Yes, the shots are sequences in a logical manner.  They tell a story about two students who are preparing for a science laboratory experiment, don’t follow the directions, and end up causing a little mishap.  In the end, they correct their mistake and do it correctly.
  What technique did you use to control the pacing of your video? The speed of the cuts? The 
movement within the scene? The subject leaving the scene and reentering? Camera 
movements? Others? 
· The cuts are quick to match the movement of the subjects and the story line.  
· The movement is also fairly quick to transition from one scene to the next.  The scenes are short and to the point.

· The subjects never left and re-entered, although that might have been useful to show time passing.
  If you used transitions, what kinds of transitions did you use? Cuts? Dissolves? Wipes? Digital 
video effects? Are they appropriate for the mood of the program? 
· I used cross-fading to transition from one scene to the next.  I think it allows the viewer to determine when the time is passing/changing throughout the video.
  If you use dissolves or fades, do they work to show the passage of time or when changing 
camera angles? 
· Yes, the fading that I use shows the passage of time nicely to transition from one scene to the next.
  If you use wipes or digital video effects, do you use them to provide an impact or indicate an 
abrupt change in your program, much like a chapter heading in a book? 
· I did not use wipes or digital video effects.

  Did you cut on action? Music? On dialog changes? With movement? On graphic elements? On 
reactions? 
· I used dialogue changes, movement, and subject reactions to cut on action.  I wanted to make sure the viewer understood when one scene was ending and the next was beginning.
  Do you maintain visual continuity in editing? Is there a beginning, middle and end? Did you 
avoid jump cuts? Do you use a cut-in, cut-away, or special transition effect such as a dissolve or wipe to cover potential jump cuts due to abrupt changes in subject size, changes in screen directions, shifts in subject screen position, or breaks in the continuity of the action? 
· I do maintain visual continuity, by zooming in and out and changing up my type of shots (medium, close-up, etc).  There is a beginning, middle, and end to form a story sequence.  I could have used more cut-ins and cut-aways to help maintain visual continuity.  Changing the camera angles and the position where I was located with the camera could have helped this as well.

· There are no major jump cuts throughout the video.  The lighting, dialogue, and scenes all flow very well together.  I used a break in the continuity of the action to separate one scene from the next.
  Is your audio clear and understandable? 
· The audio is clear in some parts, but not others.  The audio enhancement feature was not up to par on the editing program I used.  I could not enhance the sound as I wish I could have.  The background noise prohibited the subjects from being heard during some of the film.
  Do you include music to enhance the emotion? Did you edit on the beat or use it as 
background sound? 
· I did not include any music.
  Do you include narration for clarity? Sound effects to create a mood? Natural sounds to 
provide realism? Do you need any of these additional sources of sound? 
· Narration was used to provide dialogue between subjects to clarify what was happening in each scene.  This would not have worked well as a “silent film.”
  Do you include titles or graphics? If so, are they appropriate for the style of your program? Is 
the font style and color appropriate? Is the text readable? 
· There are no titles or graphics included in my video.
  Is your program edited well from a technical standpoint? Does it include extraneous frames or 
blank spots? 
· I think that my video is edited well except for the last couple of seconds.  I realized this after I had finished editing and could not fix it.  I tried, but the editing program would not let me fix it.  There is a “blurb” of video that should have been cut out.
· What worked well? What did you like about the program? 
· I think the subjects did a good job portraying the story.  I think that my camera work was clear for the most part and there is a nice simplicity to the scenes.
· What would you do differently if you were to redo the program? 
· There is not a lot I would do differently.  I probably would have tried to film using subjects other than people.  With people, there is likely going to be more error and they did their best, but I think the video quality could have been better had I used landmarks, animals, etc.  I also wish I would have had a tripod.
  How was the program in general? 

· Overall, I thought it was good.  I enjoyed the process of making and editing the video.
· Describe one way that your video could be used for instruction.  My video could be used for instruction to provide a “what-not-to-do” lesson.  It is a good example of what can happen if lab safety rules are broken.  The teacher was obviously not happy with the students and they had to redo the experiment safely.  The video use is to promote an attitude. It is important that all materials be handled carefully and that the directions are read before, during, and after performing a lab.
